Mobile Phones and Apple Watches

If your child is in Year 5 or 6 and walks home alone,
they may bring a mobile phone to school. If a child
has a mobile in school we ask that, they hand it into
the office upon arrival and collect it at the end of
the school day. If a child attends a sports club,
they can collect their mobile phone at the end of
the club from the school office. No child must
have a mobile phone on them or in their
belongings throughout the school day. They must
hand them in to the office.

The same rule applies to Apple Watches or any
watch that can receive or send messages/
images. We appreciate your support in this matter.

Attendance Matters:

Children are considered compulsory school age from
15" September, or 15" January or 15" April following
their 5™ birthday. There is an expectation that all
children come to school and arrive on time.
