ENRICHMENT AREAS OF LEARNING

English

In English this ferm we will be exploring
poetry and looking at different ways to
create a poem, so that it is interesting for
the reader. We will also look at the features
of a letter and will write a letter based on
our class text.

ENRICHMENT AREAS OF LEARNING

In Maths we will be developing our adding
and subtracting skills using numbers to 20
(Y1) and two digit numbers (¥Y2) and applying
this to reasoning problems. We will also be

exploring the properties of 2D and 3D shape.

DT/Art

In D.T. we will be learning about hidden sugar
in foods and designing and making our own
tasty wrap. In Art we will be learning about
colour mixing. We will learn how to mix
primary colours o make secondary colours
and how fto make tints and shades. We will
also explore the art of Robert and Sonia
Delaunay.

During this term we will be using our
observational skills as we experiment with
everyday products such as soap flakes and
cornflour. We will conduct simple
experiments to see how different materials
react when mixed with water.

This half term we will be completing our unit
exploring the question ‘Who is a Muslim and
what do they believe?'. We will be making
comparisons with our own beliefs and ideas.

We will continue the learning about E-safety
and how to stay safe when using technology.
We will be learning about creating media
including how to take and edit digital
photographs.

In Music we will be focusing on developing
our skills around beat and sound. We will
learn o move to the beat and create body
percussion o accompany songs. We will also
sequence sounds using untuned percussion
instruments.

Our PE focus will be developing the

fundamental ball skills such as throwing and
catching, rolling, hitting a target, dribbling
with both hands and feet and kicking a ball.
